How it works 

Your organization purchases a minimum of 
300 River Country admission tickets for your 
scheduled event date.  Cost per ticket is $1.50 
($2.00 per ticket for a private event).  A total 
of $450.00 is pre-paid to Muskogee Parks & 
Recreation for securing the event.  The 300 
tickets are then sold for $5.00 each by mem-
bers of your organization, providing $3.50 
profit.  Additional tickets may be purchased in 
100 ticket increments at $1.50 each.  (a total 
of 1000 tickets are available)  The purchased 
ticket is a one day admission ticket to River 
Country Water Park for the scheduled date of 
your event.  It also serves as an entry into the 
turtle race prize drawing.  The Turtle Race is 
scheduled one hour prior to closing time.  
Park hours are 11:00am-6:00pm M-F, 
11:00am-8:00pm Saturday, and 1:00pm-
6:00pm Sunday.                                                               

Private Fundraiser 

Private Fundraisers are available Monday, 
Wednesday, Friday, and Sunday evenings 
6:30pm-8:30pm.  Your organization pur-
chases a minimum of 300 private admission 
tickets at $2.00 each, providing $3.00 profit 
per ticket.  A total of $600 is paid to Muskogee 
Parks & Recreation to secure your event.  
Additional tickets may be purchased in 100 
ticket increments.  

About the Turtle Race 

1000 plastic turtles are available for the race.  
The turtle race is conducted approximately 
one hour prior to the park closing.  At race 
time the Lazy River will be cleared of all swim-
mers.  The Water Park staff will drop the tur-
tles in the river for one lap.  As they reach the 
finish line, the turtles with corresponding num-
bers to the tickets sold will be announced as 
winners.  Ticket holders must be present to 
win.   

 

Turtle Race Prizes                                                        

The fundraising organization is responsible for 
securing the Grand Prize and/or multiple 
prizes given away in the turtle race.  The lar-
ger the prize or the more prizes offered; the 
easier tickets are sold.  Ticket holders must be 
present to win.  Sponsors may be recruited to 
provide prizes.  In return, sponsors may be 
permitted to associate their name with the 
event through flyers, advertising, and/or ban-
ners inside the water park.      

Additional Party Activities 

A sand volleyball court is available for games 
or an organized tournament.  Other activities 
may include; water balloon toss, swimming 
races, or relays through the “Lazy River.”  A 
DJ or band is welcome for additional entertain-
ment.  River Country is open to creative ideas 
that provide a fun and safe atmosphere for the 
children.  Extra activities will be coordinated 
and conducted by your organization.  River 
Country staff are available to lifeguard and 
ensure safety of all patrons.  

Race Day/Event Set-up 

The event must be scheduled at least two 
weeks in advance, allowing optimal time to 
sell tickets.  Event set-up may begin 2 hours 
prior to the scheduled party time.  There are 
various locations within the park that may be 
used for tables, booths, DJ, etc.  Please con-
tact Felicia Pruitt, regarding details of your 
event.
